DECISION
On promulgation of organization and operation regulations of Management Board of Industrial zones in Dong Nai province
___________________________________
PEOPLE’S COMMITTEE OF DONG NAI PROVINCE
Pursuant to Law on organization of People’s Council and People’s Committee dated November 26th, 2003;

Pursuant to Law on promulgation of legal normative documents of People's Councils, People's Committees dated on December 3, 2004;

Pursuant to Decree no. 29/2008/ND-CP dated March 14, 2008 of the Government regulating about industrial zones, export processing zones and economic zones;
Pursuant to Decree no. 164/2013/ND-CP dated November 12, 2013 of the Government amending and supplementing some articles of Decree no. 29/2008/ND-CP of the Government dated March 14, 2008 regulating about industrial zones, export processing zones and economic zones;
Pursuant to Decision no. 45/2007/QD-TTg dated April 03, 2007 of Prime Minister regulating the competence to manage staff of Management Boards of industrial zones, export processing zones, hi-tech zones and economic zones; and  management boards with other appellations under ministries and People’s Committees of provinces, cities under central authority; 
At the request of Director of Management Board of Dong Nai Industrial Zones in report no. 34 / TTr-KCNDN dated April 03, 2014,
DECIDES:

Article 1. To promulgate together with this Decision the Regulations on organization and operation of Management board of Dong Nai Industrial Zones. 

Article 2. This Decision takes effect 10 days after its date of signing and replaces Decision no. 50/2008/QD-UBND dated September 05th, 2008 of Dong Nai People's Committee promulgating regulations on the organization and operation of  Management Board of Dong Nai Industrial Zones. 

Article 3. All entities as follows: Chief of Office of provincial People's Committee, Head of Management Board of Dong Nai Industrial Zones, Heads of the professional agencies directly under provincial People's Committee, Chairman of People's Committees of districts, Long Khanh town, Bien Hoa city and heads of relevant units shall be responsible for implementing this Decision. /.

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REGULATIONS
On organization and operation of Management Board of Industrial zones in Dong Nai province

(Issued together with Decision no. 27/2014/QD - UBND dated July 09th, 2014 by People’s Committee of Dong Nai province)
___________________________________

Chapter I
GENERAL PROVISIONS
Article 1. The legal position 

Management Board of Dong Nai industrial zones is an agency directly under Dong Nai People's Committee, is set up pursuant to a decision of Prime Minister, directly performs the function of State administration for industrial zones within the province in accordance with relevant laws, manages and organizes the provision of public administrative services and other support services relevant to the investment and business operations of investors in industrial zones in Dong Nai province.
Article 2.  Principles of management, operations
1. Management Board of Dong Nai industrial zones (hereinafter referred as the Management Board of industrial zones) shall be under the control of the Dong Nai People’s Committee (hereinafter referred as Provincial People’s Committee) with respect to its organization, personnel, working programs and operational funding;  shall be directed, guided and inspected on professional issues by ministries and agencies in charge of relevant lines of industry and sectors; and shall be responsible for closely cooperating with professional agencies under the provincial People’s Committee in the administration of industrial zones.
2. Management Board of industrial zones shall apply ‘one-door’ management mechanisms with respect to activities in industrial zones of Dong Nai province in accordance with its assigned functions and tasks. 

3. Management Board of industrial zones have legal person status; account and a seal bearing the national emblem. Its funds for State administrative management, professional operations and development investment capital shall be allocated from the State budget according to annual plans. 
Headquarter of industrial zones Management Board is located at no. 26, 2A road, Bien Hoa II Industrial Zone, Bien Hoa city, Dong Nai province.
Chapter II

DUTIES AND POWERS
Article 3. General duties
1. Contribute opinions to Ministries, agencies and provincial People’s Committees in the drafting of legal normative documents, legal policies and plans relating to the investment and development of industrial zones.
2. Lead and cooperate with relevant agencies in drafting Regulations on coordination among professional agencies under provincial People’s Committees or relevant agencies in order to implement delegated duties and powers under the one door and one adjoining door regime, and submitting to provincial People’s Committees for approval and implementation;
3. Draw up programs and plans for investment promotion in developing industrial zones for submission to provincial People's Committee for approval and implementation. 
4. Prepare annual and five year plan for developing human resources, meeting the demands of industrial zones for submission to provincial People’s Committees for approval and implementation;
5. Estimate budget, funds for annual professional operations and development investment capital of Industrial Zones Management Board for submission to the competent authority for approval in accordance with the Law on State Budget and relevant laws.
6. Act as the head agency of managing investment activities in industrial zones in the province. The ministries, agencies and state administration units at local level implementing their professional duties in industrial zones shall be responsible for cooperating and asking for opinions from Management Board in order to ensure uniform state administration of industrial zones, to avoid overlapping and to generate favorable conditions for business operating in accordance with law.
Article 4.  Specific duties

1. Management Board of industrial zones shall carry out the following duties in accordance with law.

a) Manage, educate, guide, inspect, supervise the implementation of regulations or plans relating to industrial zones as approved by competent authorities;
b) Receive documents of investment registration, evaluate and issue, amend and revoke investment certificates for investment projects under its authority according to investment law;
c) Coordinate with relevant authorities in conducting inspections on implementing regulations, master plans, plans related to industrial zones;
d) Inspect, supervise and evaluate the implementation of investment objectives stipulated in the investment certificates, the progress of capital contribution and investment project implementation, the implementation of undertakings for projects which were granted investment incentives and compliance with the law on construction, labor, salaries, social insurance for workers, protection of the legislate rights of employees and employers, activities of social political organizations, fire and explosion fighting and prevention, security and order, and protection of the ecological environment for projects in industrial zones; propose for issuing fines for administrative breaches in accordance with the regulations for breaches in areas within their authority;
e) Cooperate with the public security in inspection of maintaining security and order; prepare and propose measures to ensure security, order and to organize security team, firefighters in industrial zones;
f) Deal with difficulties and problems of investors in industrial zones and recommend to the Prime Minister, relevant ministries and agencies and provincial People’s Committees for solutions to problems beyond their authority;
g) Receive statistics reports, financial reports of businesses operating in industrial zones; assess the efficiency of investments in industrial zones;
h) Co-ordinate with Ministry of Planning and Investment in setting up and managing the information system on industrial zones within their authority;
i) Periodically report to Ministry of Planning and Investment, relevant ministries and agencies and provincial People’s Committees on the status of: setting up and developing industrial zones; issuing, amending, revoking investment certificates; progress and operation of investment projects; performance of obligations to the State; enterprises’ demand for training, attracting and employing workers in the present year and drafting plans and solutions to satisfy the labor demand in the upcoming time; implementation of the law on labor and resolution of labor disputes and implementation of protective measures for ecological environment in industrial zones;

k) Organize a movement of competition and rewards for businesses in industrial zones;
l) Start up and co-ordinate with State administrative bodies in inspecting ,examining and addressing grievance, denunciations; prevention and elimination of corruption, wastefulness and negative issues and dealing with administrative breaches in the industrial zones;
m) Implement tasks in accordance with law and regulations of provincial People’s Committees on the management of finance, assets and allocated budget; collect and manage the use of fees and charges; scientific research, application of scientific and technological progress; cooperation with domestic and foreign organizations and individuals on areas related to investment, construction and development of industrial zones; manage the apparatus, personnel, cadres, civil servants and officers and provide professional training to cadres, civil servants and officers of Management Board; recommend jobs to workers in industrial zones;
n) Carry out other tasks as delegated by the provincial People’s Committees.
2. The Management Board shall perform the following duties in accordance with instructed or authorized by ministries, branches, provincial People’s Committees or competent state agencies.

a) Issue, re-issue, amend, supplement and extend Licenses for establishment of trade representative offices of foreign organizations or individuals in industrial zones; Business licenses for sale and purchase of goods and activities directly related to sale and purchase of goods of foreign invested enterprises and foreign investors investing in industrial zones; Certificates confirming enterprises eligible for trading with regard to restricted commodities, and conditional trade; revoking licenses, certificates issued in case of law violation.

b) Issue certificates of origin for goods manufactured in industrial zones. 
c) Revise the approved detailed master plan for construction of industrial zones, without changing the use of land and the structure of the master plan; evaluate the basic designs for projects in groups B and C or issue, revise, extend, re-issue construction permits for works which require construction permits in accordance with the law on management of construction investment project; (review the dossiers to accept and put the construction works into operation pursuant to the law or the proposal of enterprises, etc.); revoke, cancel the licenses issued for violations of the law and regulations.
d) Issue, re-issue, revoke work permits of foreigners working in industrial zones; organize the registration of labor rules, collective labor agreements, the salary scale tables and systems, work targets, plans for enterprises to send their workers to overseas training course for less than 90 days;
e) Issue other licenses and certificates in industrial zones;
f) Certify contracts and documents relating to real estate in industrial zones for relevant organizations; receive registration for price range for land lease, and industrial zones infrastructure costs for industrial zones infrastructure investment and construction companies;
g) Organize the assessment and approval of environmental impact assessment reports for investment projects within the authority of provincial People’s Committees in industrial zones; issue certificates for businesses in industrial zones which are eligible for registering environmental protection commitment; appraise, approve and chek and verify the detailed plans and basic plans for environmental protection for projects in industrial zones. 

h) Receive and handle halt or termination of production and business activities for enterprises in industrial zones.  
Chapter III
Organizational structure of the apparatus and working mode 
Article 5. The organizational structure of apparatus 

1. Management Board of industrial zones, including the Director and Deputy Directors; with assisting agencies.
Director of Management Board shall be appointed and dismissed by Chairman of the provincial People’s Committee; Deputy Directors shall be appointed and dismissed by Chairman of the PPC at the request of the Director. 

2. Organizational structure of the Management Board of Industrial Zones: 

a) Assisting agencies: 

- The Office. 

- Division of Investment. 

- Division of Enterprise. 

- Division of Labor. 

- Division of Planning and Construction. 

- Department of Environment. 

- Representative of the Management Board at Bien Hoa Industrial Zones. 

- Representative of the Management Board of Trang Bom Industrial Zones. 

- Representative of the Management Board of Long Thanh Industrial Zones. 

- Representative of the Management Board of Nhon Trach Industrial Zones. 

- Other representatives of Management Board at other industrial zones. 

b) The non-business administrative units: 

- Center for Investment Advisory and Services for Industrial Zones. 

- Centre for Skilled Labor Training and Supply. 

c) Other organizations will be established pursuant to the actual state of the development of industrial zones as well as duties, powers of Management Board of industrial zones under the guidelines of Ministry of Internal Affairs and the law. 

3. The Director shall be responsible for leadership, administration and management of all activities of Management Board of Industrial Zones according to leader’s dominant style of which the leader shall take full responsibility for operation and efficiency in operation of industrial zones with provincial People's Committee under the law. 

a) The Deputy Directors shall assist the Director; can represent the Director in handling tasks in the assigned fields and take full responsibility with the Directors as regulated by law. 

b) Deputy Directors shall take responsibilities and powers as assigned by the Director, their specific tasks must comply with decision on leaders’ assignment which issued and signed by the Director. And the Director takes charge of reporting to Provincial People's Committee about the tasks assigned to his or her subordinates. 
c) The Director of Management Board shall assign and dismiss the head, deputy head of division; chief, vice-chief of representative; Director, Deputy Director of the Center.
The Director shall issue decisions to prescribe the functions, duties, powers and responsibilities of the specialized divisions, Representative, Center directly under the Management Board of Industrial Zones.
Article 6. Personnel and funds for operation 

1. Management Board of Industrial Zones shall follow the regime of payroll, the number of staff depend on specific personnel targets each year (or each period) as assigned by the Provincial People's Committee. 

2. Operation fund is allocated by the state budget every year on the basis of personnel decided by competent authorities and to the personnel-based allocation quota of state budget; besides that the management board is be allocated funds to carry out a number of tasks as assigned by competent authority.
Article 7. Working policy
1. Management Board of Industrial Zones shall perform duties as prescribed by law and as directed or authorized by the ministries, agencies and provincial People's Committees.

2. Management Board of Industrial Zones has leader’s dominant style of which the Director shall make decisions within the scope of the functions, duties and powers of the Management Board of Industrial Zones and as authorized, shall take full responsibility with Prime Minister, the provincial People's Committee for activities of the Management Board; shall be responsible with the ministers and related agencies in the specialized field as authorized. 
3. Management Board of Industrial Zones hand over shift 02 times per week to review the job performance and inform of work plans for the next 02 weeks; and draw up weekly work schedule. 

4. Every six months, Management Board shall coordinate with related agencies and units to organize shift handover meeting with enterprises in industrial zones, with the industrial zones infrastructure development businesses in order to exchange information, resolve problems of the enterprises; propose the Prime Minister and the ministries, branches and provincial People's Committees for solutions to problems beyond their competence.
Chapter IV

WORKING RELATIONS
Article 8. Relation with ministries, agencies at central level
1. Follow the authorization and guidelines of ministries, agencies in managing industrial zones. 

2. Engage in periodical report mechanism to timely presents difficulties and obstacles for solution and guidelines from ministries, agencies. 
Article 9. Relation with People's Committee of Dong Nai province 

Manage the industrial zones directly under the administration of the provincial People's Committee. For arising problems beyond its authority in the construction and management of industrial zones, the Management Board of Industrial Zones shall promptly report to the provincial People's Committee for solutions. 

Article 10. Relation with related departments, branches and agencies of the province 

Coordinate closely with related departments, branches and agencies of the province in addressing and solving specialized issues. 
Article 11. Relation with the People's Committees of districts, Long Khanh town, Bien Hoa city 

Cooperate with the People's Committees of districts, Long Khanh town, and Bien Hoa city in terms of these issues: compensation and ground clearance, infrastructure construction outside the fences of industrial zones and settlement of collective labor disputes, strikes, the environment, security and order, fire prevention and fire fighting, services of industrial zones. 

Article 12. Relation with industrial zone infrastructure investment and development companies
Supervise and inspect the investment for construction and infrastructure to ensure the progress on time and design as planning; check prices for land lease and fees for infrastructure of industrial zone; create the program to appeal investment in industrial zone; jointly exchange and solve problems in industrial zones. Every three months, the industrial zone infrastructure investment and development enterprises shall report to management board of industrial zones about the construction-related contents, investment and development of industrial zone infrastructure. 
Article 13. Relation with businesses in the industrial zones 

Manage all activities of enterprises in industrial zones, export processing enterprises operating in accordance with provisions of investment certificate, business regulations and other licenses and certificates granted by the Management Board; provide the necessary information on new policies and laws, guidelines for enterprises to implement, and supervise, examine, handle arising problems of enterprises in industrial zones. 
Article 14. Relation with working missions in their working visits to enterprises of the industrial zone, export processing enterprises 

Cooperate closely with working missions in their working visit to enterprises of industrial zones, export processing enterprises to contact and arrange for the working session; provide information about the situation of enterprises and receiving the feedbacks from enterprises, monitor the enterprises’ performance for the requirement of working missions after the working session comes to an end.  
Chapter V
ORGANIZATION OF IMPLEMENTATION
Article 15. The Director of Management Board shall take charge of implementing and organizing to execute this regulation.
This Regulation shall be amended and supplemented by provincial People’s Committee after considering the proposals of Director of management board of industrial zones which have been agreed by Director of Department of Internal Affairs Department of Justice and Leaders of related departments and agencies./.
